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“As we’ve previously mentioned our
village has had some major water
issues over the last year. Our village
borehole wasn’t dug deep enough
and poor rains over 2 years meant
that the well went dry fairly soon after
the dry season started. We contacted friends of
ours with TMS Global, Ed and Linda Baker, to ask
for help in drilling a well. The Baker’s agreed to
help fundraise for a well at the orphanage, gave us
lots of advice and in a few short months already
were giving us the go-ahead to drill!

A well for the orphanage is a blessing not only for
us, but also for our community. The village has
kindly given the orphanage, hospital, and one local
school priority for receiving water. What that
